Subject specific training

Subject specific training is an essential part of every Graduate Teacher’s Training Plan.  If the subject is outside KMT’s PGCE portfolio  (see below) then it is the responsibility of the school to ensure that relevant subject specific training occurs.

Lead Mentors at KMT
KMT trains Associate teachers (PGCE) in five subjects – Business Studies, English, Mathematics, Modern Foreign Languages and Science – on its PGCE course.  GTs are required to join Subject Studies sessions appropriate to their own teaching subject.  

The Lead Mentors for 2008/09 are:-

The subject studies sessions are organised by the Lead Mentor and delivered by a range of professionals.  GTs should take the subject knowledge test provided by KMT prior to the first subject studies session at KMT during the PGCE Induction.  They should attend sessions and will be given a copy of the programme and the subject studies handbook.  Lead Mentors have been given details of whom to expect in their sessions.
